On the 9th of April 2006 during IPEX, Dynagraph and MAN Ro-
land organized a special event to honor customers from the 
Middle East.  

At the MAN Roland stand in Hall 1 the opening speech was held by Dyna-
graph’s chairman and general manager, Mr. Ihsan Kara. He referred to the 
acquisition of 65% shares in the MAN Roland Druckmaschinen AG an 
MAN subsidiary. He stressed that as opposed to false allegations MAN Ro-
land will remain in the market as one of the world’s leading printing ma-
chine manufacturers. Sheet- and web-fed under one roof and its eventual 
public offering on the stock exchange will offer it even more leverage and 
strengthen its current position.  
Dr. Markus Rall, Member of the Executive Board and head of the Business 
Unit Sheet-fed introduced the highlights of the MAN Roland stand, based 
on “Value Added Printing” and “Applied Innovations”. He invited the audi-
ence to take a tour through the MAN Roland stand.  
 
The LITHOMAN 72-page printing unit  
MAN Roland is the world's leading manufacturer of web offset presses. 
The LITHOMAN is the MAN Roland high-capacity series high-volume 
commercial web offset and the market and technology leader in its class. 
The LITHOMAN does not only represent the traditional large circulations 
with large number of pages, but also stands for the highest circulations at 
low number of pages and for low circulations with large page counts.  
 
The ten-colour ROLAND 500 with a sheet turning system 
MAN Roland has augmented its high-performance press series with the 
ROLAND 500 with InlinePerfector for straight printing or perfecting. With a 
maximum sheet size of 590 x 740 mm it provides premium performance in 
eight-page perfected printing. Not only because of its maximum speed of 
15,000 sheets per hour in perfecting mode but also because of its concept 
and design. The space requirement is the same as a ROLAND 500 without 
perfecting system. And OptiPrint jackets for the impression cylinders 
downstream of the sheet turning station meet the highest demands for uni-
formly high print quality on both sides of the sheet. The ROLAND 500 with 
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InlinePerfector also impresses with its short makeready times and sub-
strate flexibility, not only with the usual configurations but also with long 
perfector versions with up to ten printing units, and even with coating per-
fectors with one or two coating modules as well. 
  
The six-colour ROLAND 700 with coating module 
On the agenda was also the demonstration of a six-colour ROLAND 700 
with coating module and extended delivery. The QuickChange equipment 
reduces makeready times even further which can result in a production ca-
pacity increase of up to 30 percent. And quality control with a minimum of 
manual sorting is improved considerably with the InlineInspector sheet in-
spection system combined with the InlineSorter sheet diverting station. The 
InlineFoiler was demonstrated enhancing print products with foil in a highly 
productive manner during the printing process. 
 
Actually, the ROLAND 700 has not only become more productive but also 
has a larger format: a maximum sheet size of 780 x 1040 mm with a maxi-
mum image area of 770 x 1030 mm is now available as an option for 
straight printing models. As a result this press series can offer the largest 
substrate and image length of all presses in its format category. Compared 
to the standard maximum image area of 715 x 1020 mm this can mean a 
productivity increase of up to 50 percent depending on the size of multiple-
up images. This option is interesting above all for packaging and label 
printers because most of their jobs are only printed one side. 
 
The four-colour ROLAND 200 
The 2000 GATF award winning Roland 200 was the last product to be pre-
sented on the MAN Roland stand. With a maximum sheet size of 
520x740mm and a minimum sheet size of 210x280mm, this extremely 
compact press with a standard pile delivery sets the benchmark for short-
run production. With a maximum speed of 13,000 sheets per hour, it can 
process paper, board and synthetic materials from 0.04 to 0.8mm thick. It 
can also of course print with UV inks.
